1. Introduction
The communication plan of the project The Virtual Universe We Want is a key element in order to fulfil  project objectives and to achieve specific promotion activities and actions.
The communication plan is realized in accordance with the requirements included in the application form and contains  the goal, specific objectives, timetables and a number of other items necessary for the proper management and implementation of project activities.
2. Context 

New technologies have an extremely powerful impact in teenagers and children today, they have access, at an early age, the information coming in different ways of communication such as mobile phone, TV or computer. Their common denominator is the Internet, a tool that requires attention from adults or parents or teachers.
Communication specialists, and psychologists have frequently attracted attention to the real dangers that children face, browsing the Internet, the long time spent in the virtual environment can lead to the disintegration of communication with parents can lead to self-isolation, while access to various social networks limit their privacy.
Another danger that children face on the Internet browsing Internet is aggression, called cyberbullying, representing harassment by computer or mobile phone. Harassment occurs on blogs, personal pages, forums, e-mail, SMS, MMS, sometimes with aggression instead by uploading photos or videos on the Internet without considering the privacy of the victim.
The organization "Stop Cyberbullying" (2008) shows that, among others, cyberbullying can begin by the fact that the perpetrator posing as victim. Illegally accessing the victim's account (login access can only happen if the abuser knows the password), send messages insulting the abuser from the victim's contact list, creating problems between the victim and them. Then changing the password, the abuser prevents the victim from further entering the account (Facebook). Another method used by the aggressor is to open an account in the victim's name and use it claiming to be the victim. Keeping your password secret even from as close friends is therefore absolutely necessary.
Aggression may occur by different methods:

· Sites of hate: The abuser creates a "hate site" to harass an individual. This can mean publishing pictures or videos showing the victim in embarrassing situations. Or sites where to vote who is the best / most hated (a) etc.

· Hate Groups: These groups sometimes appear on Facebook or other social networks. The groups have in common that they hate an entire group of people. Even if the site administrator resigns, the abuser can open another account and aggression continues.

· Assault with mobile phones: The most common method is sending messages with offensive content. Content can be verbal or images.

· Aggression blog: write comments containing abusive abuser to the victim.
· Assault by voting on the Internet: Who is / the most beautiful (a) (a) or the / most hated (a)? Such questions are examples of cyberbullying.
But information overload can be transformed in a benefit (new digital technologies have undoubtedly and benefits) if  both the authorities especially parents would be wise (and knowledge) in finding a balance between the virtual and the real in a solution of transforming the Internet into a friend who mainly provide useful information.

Erasmus + is the new EU program for education, training, youth and sport.
The program priorities are:

· basic skills and transverse digital skills and multilingualism in all areas of education and training, using innovative teaching methods and student-centered and development of methods for assessing and certifying appropriate learning outcomes;

· improving information and communication technologies (ICT) into the process of teaching – learning  by supporting learning and access to open educational resources / free in the fields of education and training, support teaching practices and evaluation of ICT and promoting transparency  of the rights and obligations of users and producers of content in digital format.
The Virtual Universe We Want project offers students the chance to establish contacts with students of the same age, or similar age in a learning environment whose boundaries extend across the continent. Students will use English as the language in formal situations not only at school but also in informal situations, which are part of their daily lives. Thus, one of the project's products will be an illustrated glossary with terminology project theme, the terms being presented by comparison, in all national languages of the schools project in English. During mobility, students will learn about the culture and traditions of the countries involved, by organizing cultural evenings by filling out questionnaires etc.
The innovative character of the project is the approach from three perspectives of the problem (school-student-parent), by developing in students the skills and abilities necessary for the European citizen who will live in an area without borders, such as exercise tolerance and understanding cultural diversity and facilitate student-student learning. This aims at compiling an optional course on Internet safety, to be implemented in all partner schools at all levels, from primary school. Another activity that will take place in the project will be piloting the key concepts supporting the partner schools of lessons in civic education about the dangers of virtual bullying, and about human rights violations by such an act, which will be the  base of CDS . We aim the development of  a guide for parents that provide them methodological support to control children's activity on the Internet. The project will also encourage the development of creativity in students from partner schools by expressing in various ways (painting, graphics, digital image processing, etc.) so that everyone understand that everyone else has different needs and abilities, but at the same time each generation is unique. Students will have the chance to meet other young people from European Union and learn from each other. The project will focus on the presentation of the progress made by the project team in each partner school and in the community. The project site will be accessible to students, parents, teachers, etc., and upper Erasmus + will present photographs, brochures, plastic art works created by students, etc.
