Summary
93% of pupils claim to know how to use internet safely, but they are too optimistic.

In question 4 – 63 % didn't encounter any problems and in question 5 only 44% didn't encounter it.

It means that ca 55% faced cyber bullying, illegal data and loss of privacy.

Moreover they sometimes send some data about themselves via internet too eagerly – eg. name,  surname and e-mail address. But at the same time they are coutious – they are reluctant to send their address and PESEL number.

Adults are seldom interested in what they are doing on the internet – the change of parents attitude is needed.

To sum up, pupils have knowledge about threats on the internet, but they need to know how to avoid them.
