1. Spain – organising the transnational learning/teaching/training activity (C1,C2)

2. Spain – making the evaluation questionnaires for the 1st transnational learning/teaching/training activity and reflection sheets (C1,C2)

3. Romania – writting a learning/teaching/training activity evaluation report (C1,C2)

4. Portugal – writting a learning/teaching/training activity article for media (C1,C2)

5. Turkey – writting a learning/teaching/training meeting protocol (C1,C2)
6. All partners - presenting materials with the activities and products from the last 3 months.
  Activities:

I. STUDENTS

a. Students will have activities where they can see PPT school and town, from each school, pictures with Erasmus+ corner from their schools, pictures from posters contest and  the winning logo from each school. (A23)

b. They will work, in multinational teams, PowerPoint presentations of the selected problem- cyberbulling, in order to see all the aspects of this matter.(A24)

c. Students will present the results of their previous research and comparative studies about cyberbulling matter in each country, real cases, the laws for this problem, the organisations and centers specialized in this matter.(A25)

d. There will be a workshop with specialists from Red.es and Spanish National Security, in order to find lots of information about cyberbulling matter and then, they will work in multinational teams to create 10 Internet safe navigation.(A26) They will also create common posters about a safer virtual world for children and teenagers.(A27) 

e. Students will work to create leatflets, negotiating their drafts. These leaflets will be used in a school campain and street campain, about safe navigation on Internet.(A28)

g. Multinational students teams will write a list with the ussual terms used by teenagers on Internet, in order to create a glossary terms, both in English and in all project languages.  (A29)

h. There will be specific activites for Safer Internet Day celebration.(A30)

II. TEACHERS

a. The project coordinators in each school will present the way in which the management tasks were fulfilled in December and January, what activities were held, what difficulties were encountered and how they were overcome. The monitoring-evaluation responsible will supervise that the objectives of the activities held during the participation in the transnational mobilities have been accomplished according to the monitoring plan previously designed. They will detect any faults, identifying the problems faced by the participants, finding the most appropriate solutions to resolve them. The responsibles with the promotion and dissemination in every school will gather enough material to organise, after the project meeting completion, a first session of dissemination and valorisation of results of participation in this activity. The responsible with the promotion and dissemination in Portugal will write an article about all the activities undertaken during the 5 days of activities, which will be sent to all partners to be translated and published in the local media in each country involved in the project. b. The results of the studies and comparative research conducted by students about cyberbullying and specific cases in each school will be presented during workshops. There will be discussions on the ways in which lessons about cyberbulyling have been taught in classrooms and proposals for measures to improve the activity will be made. (A32)

c. There will be a workshop with experts invited from institutions such as Red.es and The Spanish National Cybersecurity Institute in order  to discuss specific cyberbullying issues and decide the directions to be taken in designing an optional course  on the topic of the project, which will be implemented in all partner schools. (A33)
